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OUR VISION FOR THE
DOCKLANDS CAMPUS

The site, formerly a paint factory next to Tate & Lyle that has been vacant
for decades, will now be redeveloped as a modern data centre campus.

Approved by Newham Council in December 2024, our campus comprises three data centre buildings, a Multi-Function
Building, and associated infrastructure, which will create a number of opportunities for the local community and are
outlined below. The development will also use renewable energy sources, exhibit indigenous vegetation and will be
the first data centre campus in England to achieve both BREEAM and WELL certifications (both industry standards after
certification is complete). The campus will be designed to reduce carbon emissions and improve sustainability, while
enhancing comfort, health and wellness for future employees.
